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Background
Senate Bill 307, 83rd Texas Legislature, Regular Session (2013), transferred the Adult Education and Literacy (AEL) program from the Texas Education Agency to the Texas Workforce Commission (Commission) and requires the Commission to establish an AEL advisory committee.  The advisory committee must be composed of no more than nine members, including at least one representative of business and one representative of a Local Workforce Development Board (Board).  

At its September 10, 2013, meeting, the Commission appointed initial members to the AEL advisory committee.  

Issue
Recently, business representative, David Russell, has retired, and Board representative Alan Miller has resigned his position on the AEL advisory Ccommittee.  To comply with the statutory requirement, new members must be appointed.

Recommendation
Staff recommends the following nominees for appointment to the AEL advisory committee to fill the requirement for members representing business and a Board. 

· Board representative: Gail Hathaway, Executive Director, Alamo Board
· Business representative: Joe Wilson, Lockheed Martin Commercial Engine Solutions Community and Government Relations
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
