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Background
In 2001, the 77th Texas Legislature (Regular Session), passed House Bill (HB) 2593 (effective September 1, 2001), which authorized the Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) to adopt rules to establish and implement a pilot program under which TWC’s three-member Commission would be authorized to provide adult technology training for certain residents of the state through: 
· competitive grants; or 
· contracts with other entities.  

Issue 
HB 2593 expired on September 1, 2005. 

With the expiration of HB 2593, TWC’s Chapter 833 Community Development Initiatives rules are no longer needed.  

Recommendation
Staff recommends repealing TWC’s Chapter 833 Community Development Initiatives rules. 
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
