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SUPPLEMENTAL NUTRITION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 
EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING
FEDERAL FISCAL YEAR 2015 ADDITIONAL FUNDING ALLOCATION

Background
On July 2, 2015, the U.S. Department of Agriculture Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) notified the Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) that its request for additional funding in the amount of $601,288 for Federal Fiscal Year 2015 (FFY’15) is approved.

The additional funding supplements TWC’s 100 percent SNAP E&T federal allocation received from FNS at the beginning of FFY’15, and allows Local Workforce Development Boards (Boards) to continue effectively serving SNAP recipients classified as SNAP E&T general population individuals.  The additional funding: 
· provides SNAP recipients with access to services; and
· enables Boards to assist these individuals with obtaining permanent, full-time employment.

The methodology for this supplemental allocation is to allocate funds only to workforce areas whose Boards have met their May 2015 spending targets, and who are therefore not subject to a potential deobligation of SNAP E&T funds, and who, on the basis of this year's expenditure levels, stand the greatest chance of achieving full utilization of any upwardly revised allocations. This authority is provided under §800.51(f) of TWC Rules that, notwithstanding any other provision of the rules, the level of funding allocated to a workforce area may be determined, modified, or reallocated by the Commission to ensure full utilization of the funding.

Recommendation
Staff recommends an allocation of additional SNAP E&T FFY’15 funding in the amount of $601,288 to 12 workforce areas using the allocation methodology set forth above.
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
