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The Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) will be receiving an additional amount of $8,992,806 (subject to availability of federal funds) in Able-Bodied Adults Without Dependents (ABAWDs) funding for Federal Fiscal Year 2016 (FFY’16) to deliver Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program Employment and Training (SNAP E&T) services the ABAWD population.  

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) conducted a Management Evaluation Review of the SNAP E&T program June 15- 18, 2015.   Findings from the review require TWC to amend its FFY’16 SNAP E&T State Plan of Operations.

As a result of the U.S. Department of Agriculture Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) Management Evaluation Review findings for Texas’ SNAP E&T program, TWC made the following change:
· Changed the age range for ABAWDs from 18-50 to 18-49 (pages 8 and 16).
  
Additional updates and revisions to the FFY’16 State Plan of Operations include the following:
· Removed the good cause reason for migrant and seasonal farmworkers (page 27).  Farmworkers are federally exempted from participation in SNAP E&T.  A good cause determination is not necessary if they voluntarily participate; 
· Updated the total cost of components (pages 12, 14–17, and 20);
· Revised TWC organizational chart (page 39);
· Revised Table 4 – Operating Budget Fiscal Year 2016 (page 40); and
· Revised Table 5 – Planned Fiscal Year Costs for the State E&T Program by Category of Funding Fiscal Year 2016 (page 41).
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
