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14.8 IL Services

(Revised 06/10)

Once goals for independent living (IL) are established, determine what services are required to achieve those goals. 
Each service that you enter on the Individualized Written Rehabilitation Plan (IWRP) or waived plan must:
· clearly support achievement of consumer goals and objectives; and 

· be time-limited. 

Provide the consumer with options for service providers, whenever available.

The Independent Living Services (ILS) program does not provide:
· services in support of general medical procedures (acute or extended); 

· inpatient rehabilitation services; 

· pre-eligibility trial work services; 

· long-term services with the intent of restoring the consumer’s functioning to his or her pre-illness or pre-injury level; or 

· services for groups of individuals with disabilities.
