16.2 Successful Closures
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16.2.8 Special Types of Employment
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Worker on an Institutional Campus

Some consumers in state schools for people with intellectual and/or developmental disabilities or who are in state mental hospitals:
· receive substantial services but cannot adequately function outside the institutional environment; and 

· work in jobs within the institution or community. 

  The following criteria must be met to close the case as "employed.”
The consumer must:
· have received "substantial services"; and 

· be working to his or her maximum potential. 

In addition, the work performed must be something that otherwise would be performed by a regular employee, and 
meals and lodging must be shown as wages at the time of closure. Each institution determines the amount. If the consumer is in the community, the actual salary must be shown as wages. 

Job Corps Trainee

The enrollment period is temporary (usually not exceeding two years) for a residential program of education, training, and counseling for disadvantaged youths, age 16 through 21.

This program does not meet the criteria for suitable employment. Do not claim a successful closure while the consumer is in training.

Living and Working in Another State

Some consumers, particularly those receiving training out of state (for example, Gallaudet University, National Technical Institute for the Deaf) choose to live and work in another state. If the consumer has completed the individualized plan for employment (IPE) except for employment assistance and related services and decides to reside in another state,

· contact the appropriate vocational rehabilitation (VR) agency in the other state, and jointly plan for continuation of services; 

· provide the other counselor with copies of all documents necessary to continue services; and 

· when the consumer meets the criteria for being rehabilitated, close the case as successful. 

If the consumer decides to reside in another state, has not substantially completed the IPE, and additional VR services are needed, close the case as unsuccessful and notify the consumer and the VR agency in the other state that the case is closed.
