Additional Qualification Requirements

In addition to meeting the education, training, and experience requirements in 5.3.2 Qualifications shown immediately above, all O&M providers must, before DBS will approve them as providers, satisfy both of the following requirements .

All O&M providers must successfully complete the DBS Texas Confidence Builders Training before becoming approved with DBS. Texas Confidence Builders Training is a two- to three-day training program offered quarterly and presented in Austin by a non-contract, full-time, O&M instructor currently employed by DBS the Department of Assistive and Rehabilitative Services, Division for Blind Services. Each provider is responsible for all expenses and other costs related to the provider’s their participation at this required training.

To ensure that O&M providers practice their own independent travel skills, provide effective role modeling, and project independent travel as a confidence building tool for consumers, all O&M providers also are must encouraged to complete a minimum of 20 twenty hours of blindfold travel per fiscal year and must submit a detailed statement describing each blindfold travel activity completed and the number of hours achieved per activity.

Each O&M provider should must send one copy of the provider’s blindfold travel activity statement to each of the following:
· one copy of their blindfold travel activity statement to the DBS Consumer Procurement Services lead purchaser, and

· one copy to the designated O&M consultant for DBS.
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
