
Chapter 3: Standards for Room, Board, and Supervised Living Providers (formerly "Halfway Houses")

This chapter is revised to improve consistency and transparency in consumer contracting in compliance with Sunset recommendations and legislative changes. The revisions will be effective July 1, 2016.
3.1 Residential Services

Fees for Residential Services
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The maximum allowable fee for Room, Board, and Supervised Living is $35 per day.

The Community Rehabilitation Program (CRP) must not collect money from a DARS consumer or from the consumer's family for any service charged in excess of DARS fees. If DARS and another resource are paying for a service for a consumer, the total payment must not exceed the fee specified in the DARS DRS Standards for Providers.
Licensure by Other Agencies

Entities that propose to provide room, board, and supervised living to DARS consumers must be licensed by the appropriate state agency before requesting DARS approval. Licensing agencies include, but are not limited to:

· Texas Department of State Health Services, Health Facility Program (for Residential Chemical Dependency Treatment Facility license); and 

· Texas Department of Aging and Disability Services (if serving more than three individuals). 

A copy of the entity's current license(s) must be submitted with the application, and, if approved for services, to the employment service provider specialist upon each license renewal thereafter.

	Chemical dependency treatment, as defined in Texas Health and Safety Code, section 461
	· a current Residential Chemical Dependency Treatment Facility license from the Texas Department of State Health Services (TDSHS), 

· compliance with the standards in Chapter 1, and 

· compliance with the standards in bold in this chapter. 
OR

· documentation (from TDSHS) of exemption as a state agency from licensure requirements, and 

· compliance in full with the standards in this chapter and Chapter 1. 

	Residential post-acute brain injury services
	compliance with standards in Chapter 1 and Chapter 5, including licensure.

	None of the above, and provides documentation to that effect
	compliance in full with the standards in this chapter and Chapter 1.


Documentation
Room, board, and supervised living facilities must maintain records of consumer performance and attendance in sponsored services. The form DARS3453, Monthly Progress Report—Work/Residential Community Rehabilitation Programs will be used and submitted with an invoice when requesting payment. 
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
