3.1 Residential Services

Fees for Residential Services

3-0005

The maximum allowable fee for Room, Board, and Supervised Living is $35 per day.

The Community Rehabilitation Program (CRP) must not collect money from a DARS DRS consumer or from the consumer's family for any service charge in excess of DARS DRS fees. If DARS DRS and another resource are paying for a service for a consumer, the total payment must not exceed the fee specified in the DARS DRS standards.
