6.4 Tutoring Services

The counselor must consider providing a tutor when

· the consumer has difficulty in academic, vocational, and/or technical training courses; and 

· tutoring services through the college or university are not available or are inadequate. 

6.4.1 Tutor Qualifications

The tutor must have the necessary experience or skills to teach the consumer. If the school does not assign the tutor, the counselor must document the tutor's relevant experience or skills in the case record.

6.4.2 Tutoring Fees

When tutorial services are provided, the counselor must document the timeframe for the services to be provided, along with the estimated total amount of payment, using the DARS2012 Service Agreement. When appropriate, the counselor must negotiate for a group rate. The counselor may request supervisory approval if he or she determines that the rate should exceed $20 per hour based on the instructor’s qualifications, knowledge, and experience related to technical or other specialized academic programs. The counselor must complete the DARS2012 Service Agreement before initiating services.
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
