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6.1.13 Private and/or Out-of-State Colleges and Universities for Academic, Vocational, and Technical Training
Academic, vocational, and technical training must be provided through a Texas public, tax-supported college or university unless one of the following circumstances applies:

· specific curriculum related to the consumer's career goal is not available at a Texas public institution, 

· more economical training is available elsewhere, or 

· specialized services are needed (for example, Gallaudet University for deaf consumers). 

The counselor must document in a case note the justification for a consumer to attend a private or out-of-state college, university, or technical or vocational school. The counselor’s immediate supervisor and the director of programs management will review the case note.
After obtaining written approval from the director of programs management, DBS may provide financial assistance for a consumer to attend a private or out-of-state  college, university, or technical or vocational school. Payment of tuition for out-of-state colleges, universities, or vocational or technical schools must not exceed in-state tuition rates for Texas state colleges and universities.

If payment for tuition and fees is not approved or needed for private or out-of-state colleges, universities, or vocational or technical schools, DBS may provide other   resources such as reader services, O&M, and books and supplies without supervisory approval.

Note: These procedures apply to academic, vocational, and technical training provided on campus as well as online.
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
