33.4 Supported Employment 
If it appears that a consumer is likely to require ongoing support in order to obtain and maintain community-integrated employment after completing high school, the Transition counselor should begin planning for Supported Employment (SE) services during the consumer's last year of high school. This will provide an opportunity for both the counselor and the consumer to offer input into the choice of 
· an SE vendor, 
· possible SE opportunities, 
· diagnostics, and 
· active services that may be needed for successful completion of SE services.

The consumer remains on a Transition caseload until all worksite and other community-based training related to maintaining employment are completed and the case is moved into “Benchmark 5: Job Stability” (to reflect employment stability and case transition to the extended services provider). At this point, the consumer is considered stable within employment and transferred to an adult VR caseload.
